The Russian Orthodox Church
enthroned Patriarch Kirill as its
160 Patriarch of Moscow and All
Russia on February 1 in the
rebuilt Christ the Savior Cathedra|
in Moscow.

A congratulatory message was sent by Patriarch
Bartholomew of Constantinople welcoming the ne|

Patriarch with hopes of even closer ties between th

churches. The installation ceremony was
characterized by two symbolic actions: the
exclamation of the Greek workios(Worthy),
according to the ancient Byzantine ritual, and the
conferral of the pastoral staff given in the 14th
century by Ecumenical Patriarch Athanasios to th
bishop of Moscow, which was raised to the status
Patriarchate in 1589.

The ceremony was broadcast live on Russian

national television and attended by President Dmi

Medvedev, Prime Minister Vladimir Putin and
scores of other officials.
