AHEPA Lauds Freeze on Turkish Arms Sale;
Concerned About Trade Deal

WASHINGTON, D.C.- AHEPA last month applauded an
effort, led by U.S. Reps. Shelley Berkley (D-NV) and Eliot
Engel (D-NY), to freeze a U.S. arms sale totaling $111 millio
to Turkey. The two introduced legislation H.J.Res.83, (tlifat
passed, will prohibit the sale. The legislation has a narrow
window of opportunity for passage but has garnered solid
bipartisan support.

This was then followed with concerns about a Pro-Turkey
Trade Bill (HR 2362) that was passed in November, part of
which encourages investment by Turkish enterprises.

U.S. Rep. John Sarbanes (D-MD) led opposition to the bill in
committee and offered an amendment to expand it to include
all nations who comply with democratic principles and human
rights. His amendment, co-sponsored by U.S. Reps. Frank
Pallone (D-NJ) and Niki Tsongas (D-MA), was ruled out of
order. Several Greek American and Armenian American
organizations also submitted statements to the committee.
AHEPA joins with these groups to thanks the efforts of the
lawmakers who attempted to pass a more balanced trade bill.
